Carolina Abecedarian Project

The Abecedarian Project was a carefully controlled study in which 57 infants from low-
income families were randomly assigned to receive early intervention in a high quality
child care setting and 54 were in a non-treated control group. Results of the study
indicate the benefits of quality child care.

This organizationurges public officials to adopt a four-part plan to dramatically reduce
crime and violence and help young people learn the skills and values they need to
become good neighbors and responsible adults. No plan can prevent every violent act,
but this common-sense plan addresses programs like pre-kindergarten and educational
child care, youth development programs for the after-school and summer hours, child
abuse preventionand intervention programs.
